The
minimum value should be $35 (for consignment sales, no raf#e
prize is required). A non-refundable $20.00 jurying fee must be
sent with your application. If applying electronically, Visa and
MasterCard will be accepted. Include any photos you feel will
assist your application (all photos will be kept for promotions).
Include a brochure and/or description detailing the process

of your work. All vendors must enclose a deposit cheque of
$150.00 and your post-dated balance of fees cheque (booth
fee less $150.00). The deposit cheque will be deposited upon
acceptance into the fair. Your balance of fees cheque will be
deposited September 1, 2010 and must be enclosed with your
application. The artisan contract and show information package
will be emailed to you. Please contact us if you haven't heard
anything by September 1, 2010.

After jurying, the Artist makes arrangements for their samples
to be mailed out to them or picked up, otherwise, after October
1, 2010 all items become the property of the Community Arts
Council of Prince George. Upon acceptance into Studio Fair
artisans will receive a contract via e-mail. Please make sure to
check the booth size, location and double check the details. In
October artisans will also receive an Artisans Update package
via e-mail that will provide you with additional information.

Works entered into Consignment are juried in the same
manner as entries for a booth. Studio Fair retains 25' of the
retail price and the Artisan is paid by cheque after the return of
unsold work. The Artisan is responsible for all shipping costs to
and from Studio Fair. The artisan will pay a $20.00 non-refund-
able jurying fee if new to Studio Fair. Please include a descrip-
tion of the product, include how to be contacted by potential
customers, i.e. website address, e-mail, phone number. This
will be your write up in our program. You may e-mail photos of
your product for possible use in the program.
